	The Marshes, Snaith, is a large, purpose built medical centre located on the outskirts of the small, rural town of Snaith. It serves a wide area, and has 10,200 patients. There is also a smaller branch surgery, which is open 5 days per week. The Practice has five Partners, three associate GP’s, and one GP Registrar. All GPs are trained to Level 3 Safeguarding. There is a large Practice Nursing Team, and a highly efficient management and administration team.
The Practice works closely with the community team- having both District Nurse and Health Visitors based within the Practice. Physio, audiology and ENT all work out of the Practice during the week. The Practice is accredited to train GP Registrars and Students from Hull York Medical School (HYMS).

The Practice has strong links with the Patient Liaison Group, and meets regularly throughout the year, when the members are able to participate in discussions on the direction of the Practice. There is also an active ‘Facebook’ group and ‘Facebook’ page, which encourages feedback and comments. Regular newsletters are published throughout the year, and these are distributed around the practice area, put on the website, and given as a hard copy to patients. Suggestion boxes are located within the premises to enable patients to give their views. The Practice offers a same-day GP service for patients that need to be seen that day.
The Practice has a branch surgery at Rawcliffe- this is classed as a Remote Location due to having the same patient list size.
